SUBJECT: Basin Advisory Committee Membership 
 
 
At the February 2009 Basin Advisory Committee (BAC) meetings, the respective BACs made the 
following committee membership recommendations to the Kansas Water Authority (KWA): 
 

• The Solomon BAC recommended Kendal Francis of Beloit for the Municipal Public Water Supply 
category on the Solomon BAC. He is filling an unexpired term that ends June 30, 2009. His 
application will be considered current and up for consideration for the term that expires June 30, 
2013.  

• The Solomon BAC recommended William Elliott of Glade for the At-Large Public category on the 
Solomon BAC for a term that expires June 30, 2011. 

• The Upper Republican BAC was advised that the term of Jeffrey Hill of Atwood, approved by the 
Kansas Water Authority at its January 2009 meeting, expires June 30, 2009 instead of 2011 as 
originally thought. His application will be considered current and up for consideration for the term 
that expires June 30, 2013.  

• The Neosho BAC recommended the removal of Eric Shoemaker (Recreation) due to non 
attendance. 

 
On March 18, 2009, the KWA BAC Membership Committee reviewed the membership applications and 
recommendations of the BACs. The KWA BAC Membership Committee recommended that the KWA 
accept the BAC recommendations regarding membership as proposed.  
 
The terms of 56 BAC members expire on June 30, 2009.  Committee members with expiring terms have 
been notified. There are also eight other vacant BAC positions statewide. The application period for all 
current BAC vacancies run through April 10, 2009. The application posting period has been announced 
through press releases, BAC meeting announcements and requests for nominations to agencies and 
organizations. 
 
Applications will be reviewed and nomination recommendations made at the May 2009 BAC meetings for 
KWA review in June.
